ABOUT THE BLUE DEVILS

Duke enters Sunday’s game with a 13-5 overall record, 4-4 in ACC play. The Blue Devils are
coming off a 78-62 loss to No. 22 North Carolina. Prior to the loss, they had won two straight with
wins at Miami (W, 58-49) and against Virginia (W, 57-48). Duke is averaging 70.1 points per game,
which ranks seventh in the ACC, and giving up 60.9 points per game, which ranks eighth. The Blue
Devils rank fourth in the league with 15.6 assists and 7.2 made 3-pointers per game. Freshman
Shayeann Day-Wilson leads the team with 11.9 points per game and is one of five players that
average more than 7.9 points per game - Celeste Taylor (11.7 ppg), Elizabeth Balogun (10.5 ppg),
Lexi Gordon (9.0 ppg) and Miela Goodchild (7.9 ppg). Day-Wilson ranks seventh in the ACC with
3.5 assists per game and Balogun ranks 11th with 1.2 blocks per game. Taylor has missed the last
five games for the Blue Devils.

M Series History - Louisville is 6-3 all-time against Duke and 3-0 at the KFC Yum! Center.
The Cardinals have won four straight and five of the last six, including the last meeting at the KFC
Yum! Center, a 60-565 win on Jan. 5, 2020. UofL is 5-2 against Duke since joining the ACC.

m Last Meeting (Dec. 9, 2020) - Dana Evans scored 24 points and No. 2 Louisville pulled
away in the second half to beat Duke 73-49 in the Atlantic Coast Conference opener for both
teams. Kianna Smith added 15 points for the Cardinals. They led by just six midway through the
third quarter before going on an 18-5 run to blow the game open. Louisville shot 44% and made
7 of 16 3-pointers, with Smith hitting three and Evans and freshman Hailey Van Lith each making
two. Jade Williams scored 13 points for the Blue Devils.

QUICK HITTERS

H The Past Five Seasons - UofL is 139-17 (.891) over the last five seasons. They went
122-15 (.891) over the previous four seasons, which marks the fewest losses and best winning
percentage over a four-year span in program history.

o In the ACC - Over the past five seasons, the Cardinals are 74-11 (.871) in ACC regular
season and tournament games combined. UofL is 66-8 (.892) in ACC regular season games. They
are 35-4 (.897) in home games and 31-4 (.886) in road games.

m That's Balance - Seven different players (Engstler - 7, K. Smith - 6, Van Lith - 6, Dixon - 2,
Hall - 1, A. Smith -1, Cochran - 1) have led the Cards in scoring. In wins over BC and Pitt, five
players scored 10-plus points. In addition, five players have at least 35 assists - Robinson (48), K.
Smith (44), Hall (39), Van Lith (38) and Engstler (35).

m Liz Perfect - In the win over Wake Forest, Liz Dixon scored 12 points and was a perfect 5-5
from the floor and 2-2 from the free throw line. She added five rebounds. She followed that with
seven points, five rebounds and four blocks in just 14 minutes against Florida State.

B FG% - UofL is 16-0 when shooting a higher percentage than its opponent and 1-2 when not.
The win over Florida State marked the first time this season when Louisville has won when being
outshot by its opponent.

M A 32-0 Run - In the 72-60 win over Wake Forest, Louisville used a 32-0 run from 7:34 in the
second quarter until the 5:17 mark of the third quarter that turned a 26-25 deficit into a 57-26 lead.
Wake Forest missed 21 consecutive shots during the stretch. In the second quarter, Wake shot 1-12
and scored four points. In the second and third combined, they scored 15 points on 3-26 shooting.

H Walz Gets 400 - Head Coach Jeff Walz (402-110), already the winningest coach in program
history, recorded his 400th career win at Boston College. He is one of 13 active head coaches to record
400 Division | wins at their first school.

MORE ON EMILY ENGSTLER

Emily Engstler averages 11.4 points with a team-high 8.6 rebounds, 2.6 steals and 1.6 blocks per
game, while shooting 48 percent overall and 23-o0f-45 (.511) from deep. She leads the ACC with
2.6 steals per game, ranks third with 6.3 defensive rebounds per game and 8.6 rebounds per
game and sixth with 1.6 blocks. She has led UofL in rebounds in 17 of 19 games.

H Ranked No. 25 ESPN Top 25, version 2.0 - Engstler was listed at No. 25 in ESPN's Top 25
Players, version 2.0. ESPN’s Michell Voepel had this to say about Engstler, “She is the perfect cog
for the Cardinals, fitting in so well to their gritty style of play that you would almost think she spent
her whole career there. Able to play all over the court and have an impact on all aspects of game.”

H Seven Steals/Five Blocks - Emily Engstler recorded seven steals against Pitt, which marked
her career-high. It marked the first time that a UofL player has had seven steals in a game since Bria
Smith did it twice during the 2014-15 season. Engstler had six steals in the win at Boston College,
which is second time this season she’s had six steals. She also had six vs. EKU. She had five blocks
against Florida State, which was first time a UofL player has had five blocks since Kylee Shook did
it on Feb. 23, 2020 at Pitt.

m Double Doubles - Engstler recorded her sixth double-double of the season with 19 points and
12 rebounds vs. Florida State. She added five blocks and two assists. She had a near triple-double with
12 points, 10 rebounds and seven steals vs. Pitt. She recorded her first double-double at UofL with 12
points and 14 rebounds vs. Bellarmine. She had 12 points and 10 rebounds in the first half alone against
Bellarmine, becoming the first Cardinal since Myisha Hines-Allen to have a double-double in the first
half. Hines-Allen did it twice in 2016-17.

OLIVIA HEATING UP

Olivia Cochran has scored in double figures in five of the last eight games after having just one
double digit scoring effort in her first 10 games. In those eight games, she is averaging 11.1 points
and 6.0 rebounds per game, while shooting 53 percent from the floor and 26-34 (.765) from the
stripe. She tied a career-high with 19 points on 8-12 shooting to lead the way for the Cardinals at
NC State, while pulling down seven rebounds. She then had 17 points on 6-10 shooting, 4-4 from
the line, while adding six rebounds against Florida State.

KIANNA SMITH LEADS ACC IN 3-POINT SHOOTING PERCENTAGE

Kianna Smith is tied for second on the team with 11.4 points per game and six times this season
has led the team in scoring. She leads the ACC with a 42.9 3-point field goal percentage and ranks
12th in the ACC with 1.9 made 3-pointers per game.

m MVP/Career-High - She was named Basketball Hall of Fame Women's Showcase MVP
after leading the way with 16 points in the win over UConn. She had 11 of her 16 points in the
third quarter and shot 5-0f-6 from the floor in the third. Against EKU, she notched a career-high
22 points on 8-11 shooting, 5-7 from 3-point range. Her previous career-high was 21, which she
accomplished twice last season - in a 116-75 win over No. 20 DePaul in her Louisville debut on
Dec. 4, 2020 and in a 85-70 win vs. Georgia Tech on Feb. 11, 2021. Her five 3-pointers against
EKU marked a UofL high and tied her career-high, she also had five vs. Oregon on Feb. 8, 2019
while at California.

H Reaching 1,000 career points - With 14 points against Belmont, Kianna Smith reached
the 1,000-point plateau and now has 1,135 points in her collegiate career, between both Louisville
and California. She has 535 points in her career at Louisville.

LOUISVILLE IS MYKASA ROBINSON

In the win over Florida State, Mykasa Robinson finished with a season-high nine points on 3-5
shooting, 3-4 from the line. She also added four assists and four steals, while committing just
one turnover. In the win over Wake Forest, she entered midway through the first quarter and her
defense helped trigger a 32-0 run that stretched from the second to the third quarter. She finished
the game with a season-high and team-high seven assists. She is averaging 4.2 points and 4.0
assists over the last five games.

B ACC All-Defensive Team/Top Defender in NCAA - Last season, Robinson was one of
five players named to the ACC All-Defensive Team. ESPN.com’s Mechelle Voepel also recognized
Mykasa Robinson as one of the top 12 defenders in the country, “She makes this list as the
quintessential “do the little things” player whose calling card is defense. Louisville star Dana Evans
credits Robinson with bringing scrappiness to what is perennially one of the ACC's top defenses.”

m Dana Praises Mykasa - Following the win over Notre Dame last season, Dana Evans said
this of Robinson, “She does everything, she can guard 1-5, she hustles for every loose ball, she gets
every rebound that's in her area, she does everything that we need her to do. What she does doesn't
always show up on the stat sheet, but she gets it done and that's why she is so valuable to our team.”

H Versatility - Robinson’s combination of strength, speed and quickness, combined with
an extremely high basketball IQ makes her one of the most versatile defenders in the ACC. Can
guard positions 1-5 effectively. She drew 19 charges in 16 ACC games last season.

HEAD COACH JEFF WALZ

Head coach Jeff Walz, in his 15th season
as a head coach, has compiled a 402-110
record as the Cardinals’ leader. Walz and the
Cardinals boast quite an astounding resumé
that includes 10 trips to the NCAA Sweet 16,
six trips to the Elite Eight, three trips to the final
four and two trips to the national title game.
Overall, he has compiled a 33-12 record in
NCAA Tournament games and ranks ninth
all-time and fifth among active coaches with a
73.3 NCAA Tournament winning percentage.
All of this for a program that had just four NCAA Tournament wins and
had never reached a Sweet 16 prior to Walz being named head coach.

Walz is the all-time winningest coach in program history and
averages 27.5 victories per season. He directed Louisville to a program-
record 36 victories in 2017-18 en route to being named ACC Coach of
the Year, 34 victories in 2008-09, 33 wins in 2013-14 and 32 wins in
2018-19. The Cardinals finished with 28 and 26 wins in the shortened
2019-20 and 2020-21 seasons.

The Cardinals have reached 20 wins 11 consecutive times and they
have won at least 20 games in 13 of Walz's 14 seasons. The longest
run previously was three, achieved twice, and UofL had just 10 20-win
seasons in its 32 previous years.

Walz has led Louisville to four consecutive Atlantic Coast
Conference regular season titles in 2018, 2019, 2020 and 2021, and
over that four-year span, the Cardinals are a combined 122-15, which
marks the fewest losses and best winning percentage over a four-year
period in program history.

He also coached the ACC Player of the Year in five of six seasons
as Myisha Hines-Allen won the award in 2016, Asia Durr in 2018 and
2019, and Dana Evans in 2020 and 2021. He also coached Angel
McCoughtry to Big East Player of the Year honors in 2007.

After being hired as the Cardinals’ head coach on March 27, 2007,
the Bluegrass State native used little time to make a splash. His first
year featured the program’s first NCAA Sweet 16 and it culminated
with Louisville earning the No. 12 ranking in the final ESPN/USA Today
Coaches Poll. For his efforts, Walz was named the WBCA Maggie Dixon
Rookie Coach of the Year.

Prior to taking the reins at Louisville, Walz spent five seasons at
Maryland, including his final season as the associate head coach in
2006-07. The season prior, he helped lead the Terrapins to a school-
record 34 wins and the program'’s first national title.

Walz has four children: daughter Kaeley, son Jacob, and daughters
Lola and Lucy. He married the former Lauren Lueders in September of
2012, and the couple resides in Louisville.

LOCK DOWN DEFENSE

m Scoring Defense - Louisville is limiting opponents to just 51.6 points per game, which ranks
second in the ACC and eighth in the country. In eight of 19 games, they have limited opponents to
49 points or less, including a program-record tying 25 points vs. Bellarmine. UofL is also holding
opponents to 35.3 percent shooting, which ranks fifth in the ACC and 22nd in the NCAA.

H Smallest Point Total - Nine times this season, UofL's defense has limited its opponent
to the smallest point total of the season. The Cardinals limited Bellarmine to a program-record
tying 25 points, UT Martin to a season-low 30 points, Cal Poly to a season-low 32, Michigan to
a season-low 48, Kentucky to a season-low 58, Eastern Kentucky to a season-low 38, Boston
College to a season-low 49, Georgia Tech to a season-low 48 and Pitt to a season-low 39.

H By the Quarter - UofL's opponents are averaging just 12.2 points in the first quarter, 10.5
points in the second quarter, 13.5 in the third quarter and 15.1 in the fourth quarter.

H Forcing Turnovers - Louisville is forcing 20.7 turnovers over game, which ranks first in the
ACC and 25th in the country. The Cardinals have forced double digit turnovers every game this
season and 11 times have forced more than 20 turnovers. They forced 35 turnovers in the win over
Pitt, which is the program record for most turnovers forced in an ACC game.

m On Pace for All-Time Best Defense - The Cardinals are giving up just 51.6 points per
game, which is on pace to be the fewest points allowed per game in program history. The program
record is 56.4 points per game allowed in 2019-20. In seven of the previous nine seasons, the
Cardinals have allowed less than 60 points per game.

o Limiting All-Americans - In the win over Kentucky, the Louisville defense limited
consensus All-American Rhyne Howard to a season-low nine points. It marked her fewest points
since she had eight points at Tennessee on Jan. 24, 2021. In the win over Michigan, UofL limited
consensus All-American Naz Hillmon to a season-low 12 points.

o Allowing One Field Goal in a Quarter - In the second quarter of UofL's win over Wake
Forest, the Cardinals limited the Demon Deacons to one field goal (1-14). Five times this season,
Louisville has limited an opponent to one field goal in a quarter. In back-to-back games, the
Cardinals limited EKU to one field goal (1-7) in the third quarter and Kentucky to one field goal
(1-13) in the third quarter. Louisville also limited Bellarmine to one field goal in the third (1-10) and
fourth quarter (1-13).

o Allowing 55 points combined in back-to-back games - Louisville allowed just 55 points
combined in back-to-back victories over Bellarmine (W, 82-25) and UT Martin (W, 62-30), setting
a program record for the fewest points allowed in a two-game stretch in program history. The
previous record was 57 points in wins over Wagner (W, 106-32) on Dec. 21, 2012 and Tennessee
State (W, 88-25) on Dec. 31, 2012.

B Fewest points allowed in program history - UofL limited Bellarmine to 25 points, which tied
the program record for fewest points allowed in a game. The Cards twice allowed 25 points previously -
on Nov. 29, 1977 vs. Centre (W, 97-25) and on Dec. 31, 2012 vs. Tennessee State (W, 88-25).

o Lowest FG percentage allowed in Walz era - They limited Bellarmine to 14.9 percent (7-47)
shooting, which is the lowest field goal percentage allowed in the Jeff Walz era. The previous low was
when they limited Tennessee State to 16.7 percent shooting (9-54) in that 88-25 win on Dec. 31, 2012.

70-PLUS POINTS/50 PERCENT SHOOTING

H 70 Points - Louisville is 11-0 when scoring 70-plus points this season. Last season, UofL
went 21-0 when scoring 70 points or more and they are 53-0 the past three seasons. UofL is 282-
23 when surpassing the 70-point mark under Walz.

m 50 Percent - UofL is 6-0 when shooting above 50 percent. They shot 51.0 percent in the win
over Wake Forest. Overall, they boast a 130-1 record when shooting 50 percent or better from the field
under Walz. Their lone loss came on Nov. 29, 2008 at Nevada when they shot 50.8 percent (L, 85-82).

LOUISVILLE PICKED SECOND IN ACC
PRESEASON POLLS
UofL was picked second in the ACC after claiming
four consecutive regular season titles. The
Cardinals received seven first-place votes from
the Blue Ribbon Panel for a total of 789 points
and one first-place vote from the head coaches
to finish with 207 points. The Cards and Wolfpack
were the only two schools to receive first-place
votes in the Blue Ribbon and Coaches’ polls.

UofL has remained in the AP Top 10 for 87 straight polls and
the USA Today Top 10 for 86 straight polls, dating back to
the 2017 preseason polls, both program records. Louisville
has remained in the AP Top 25 for 116 straight weeks and the
USA Today Top 25 for 117 weeks, both dating back to Jan.
11, 20186, also program records.

VS. AP TOP 25

UofL is 4-2 against AP Top 25 teams this season with a 70-48
win over No. 12 Michigan, a 64-58 win over No. 14 Kentucky,
a 69-64 win over No. 7 UConn and a 50-48 win at No. 16
Georgia Tech. Over the past five seasons, the Cardinals are
27-14 against AP Top 25 teams.

PRESEASON AP AND USA TODAY RANKINGS

UofL was ranked sixth in the 2021-22 Associated Press
preseason poll. The Cardinals received 575 points, 14 points
shy of fifth place NC State. They were also picked sixth in the
USA Today poll with 642 points.

H Preseason Top 10- It marks the seventh consecutive
season that Louisville has been ranked in the top 10 of the AP
preseason poll, the 10th time in the past 11 years and the 11th
time in Walz's 15-year tenure.

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RETURNING POINT PRODUCTION/STARTERS

After losing Dana Evans to graduation, UofL returns 50.4 points per game, which accounts for 65.5
percent of their production from last year. Entering the 2021-22 campaign, the Cards returned

six players that made a combined 113 starts in a Louisville uniform (Van Lith - 30, Cochran - 25,
Robinson - 22, K. Smith - 20, Dixon - 11, A. Smith - 5).

ROSTER BREAKDOWN
Louisville returns nine players from last year's team, brings in five newcomers and had three
departures, including two-time ACC Player of the Year and WBCA All-American Dana Evans.

H Returnees - In addition to the six players that have career starts, the Cardinals return
Norika Konno, Ramani Parker and Merissah Russell. Robinson is the only four-year player for the
Cardinals and last season was named to the ACC All-Defensive Team.

m Newcomers - Louisville brings in Syracuse transfer Emily Engstler and Vanderhilt grad
transfer Chelsie Hall, along with three freshmen Alexia Mobley, Sydni Schetnan and Payton
Verhulst. Engstler was the ACC Co-Sixth Player of the Year last season, while Hall was a 1,000
point scorer at Vanderbilt and earned 2018 SEC All-Freshman team honors.

NON-CONFERENCE SUCCESS

All-time, Walz is 165-29 (.851) against nonconference foes in regular season play. They are 54-3
in non-conference play over the past five years. They had a 21-game non-conference regular
season winning streak prior to the loss at Ohio State in 2019-20. Their previous loss was a 69-58
loss at No. 1 UConn on 2/12/18. UofL went 7-0 in non-conference play last season, which marked
the second time in program history they have went undefeated against nonconference opponents
in regular season play. They also finished undefeated in non-conference play (13-0) in 2018-19.

SUCCESS IN THE CLASSROOM

UofL achieved a collective 3.326 grade-point average for the 2021 fall semester, which marked

the 15th straight semester they have earned better than a 3.0 cumulative GPA. Eleven student-
athletes earned a 3.0 or better GPA, while 10 earned Red & Black Scholar Athlete status for a 3.25
or better cumulative GPA.

FOUR PLAYERS NAMED TO POSITION AWARD WATCH LISTS

Hailey Van Lith, Kianna Smith, Emily Engstler and Olivia Cochran were all named to their position
award watch list. Louisville is one of five schools with a student-athlete on four of the five lists,
joining South Carolina, Stanford, Tennessee and UConn. No school had a player on all five.

M Van Lith named to Nancy Lieberman Award Watch List - Van Lith started every game
for Louisville last season en route to being named to the ACC All-Freshman Team, ACC All-
Tournament Team and the All-ACC Academic Team. She ranked third on the team with 11.2 points
and 5.2 rebounds, while chipping in 2.1 assists per game. The Lieberman Award recognizes the
top point guards.

H Kianna Smith named to Ann Meyers-Drysdale Award Watch List - Smith played in 28
games with 20 starts in her first season as a Cardinal a year ago. She ranked second on the team
with 11.4 points and third with 2.2 assists per game, and ranked eighth in the ACC with 55 made
3-point field goals. She was named to the ACC All-Tournament Team and the All-FACC Academic
Team. The Meyers-Drysdale Award recognizes the top shooting guards.

® Emily Engstler named to Cheryl Miller Award Watch List - Engstler transferred to
Louisville after playing three seasons at Syracuse. Last season, she was named ACC Co-Sixth Player
of the Year after nearly averaging a double-double with 10.5 points and 9.1 rebounds per game. She
finished the season with seven double-doubles. The Miller Award recognizes the top small forwards.

H Olivia Cochran named to Katrina McClain Award Watch List - Cochran was named to
the All-ACC Freshman team last season after playing in 29 games with 25 starts, leading the team
with 6.9 rebounds per game. She averaged 20.9 minutes, 9.9 points and 0.8 blocks. The McClain
Award recognizes the top power forwards.

Last season, UofL averaged 2,557 socially distanced fans,
which ranked second in the country. They averaged 9,159 fans per game in 2019-20, which topped
the ACC and ranked fifth in the country.

HOME COURT ADVANTAGE

UofL boasts a 176-18 record (.907) at the KFC Yum! Center. All-time at the venue, UofL holds a
plus-22.2 scoring margin. Prior to last season’s crowd being limited to 15 percent, Louisville was
averaging 9,328 fans per contest and had welcomed over one million and a half fans through the
doors of the KFC Yum! Center. Dating back to last season, UofL has won 13 straight at the KFC
Yum! Center. The longest home winning streak in program history is 17 games when they won their
final five home games in 2016-17 and their first 12 in 2017-18.

ROAD WARRIORS

UofL is 5-1 in true road games this season. They went 7-1 in true road games last season and are
47-6 over the past five seasons. Two of the six losses came to No. 1 teams (1/10/19 at No. 1 ND,
L, 82-68; 2/12/18 at No. 1 UConn, L, 69-58).

FOURTH STRAIGHT ACC TITLE

Last season, UofL won its fourth straight ACC title and second straight outright title. It marked the

ninth conference title in program history. Prior to this stretch, Louisville had never won consecutive
regular season conference titles. The last two outright regular season titles are the first since they
won the Conference USA regular season championship in 2000-01.

REPLACING DANA
Evans, the two-time ACC Player of the Year and WBCA All-American, finished with a career record of
122-15 (.891). She concluded her career at UofL with the fewest losses and best winning percentage
in program history. She is the only player in program history to claim four regular season conference
championships. She finished just three wins shy of tying the 2019-20 class (Bionca Dunham, Jazmine
Jones, Jessica Laemmle, Kylee Shook) that finished 125-19 (.868) with the most wins in four years.
Her 1,715 career points rank ninth all-time at Louisville, her 521 assists and 222 made 3-pointers rank
sixth and her 85.8 free throw percentage is the program’s all-time best.

H Evans was selected by the Dallas Wings with the 13th pick of the 2021 WNBA Draft. She
was later traded to the Chicago Sky, was named to WNBA All-Rookie Team and won a WNBA title.

WALZ NAMED WBCA COY FINALIST, NAISMITH COY SEMIFINALIST

Last season, head coach Jeff Walz was named a WBCA Coach of the Year Finalist and a Werner
Ladder Naismith Coach of the Year Semifinalist. Despite losing five seniors from the 2019-20 team
and having just one player named to the All-ACC first or second team, Walz led the Cardinals to
their fourth straight ACC regular season title. Louisville won its first 16 games and reached No. 1in
the Associated Press and USA Today polls for the first time in program history.

NORMAN NAMED WBCA DIVISION | ASSISTANT COACH OF THE YEAR

Last year, associate head coach Stephanie Norman was named the 2021 Division | Assistant Coach
of the Year. Norman, now in her 15th year at Louisville and her 10th as associate head coach, has
served on the Cardinals’ staff since the hiring of head coach Jeff Walz.

MELTING POT
