STARTING FIVE

M Louisville allowed just 55 points combined in the last two victories over Bellarmine (W, 82-25)
and UT Martin (W, 62-30), setting a program record for the fewest points allowed in a two-game
stretch. The previous record was 57 points in wins over Wagner (W, 106-32) on Dec. 21, 2012 and
Tennessee State (W, 88-25) on Dec. 31, 2012.

B On Tuesday, Louisville limited Bellarmine to 25 points, which tied the program record for fewest
points allowed in a game. The Cardinals twice allowed 25 points previously - on Nov. 29, 1977 vs.
Centre (W, 97-25) and on Dec. 31, 2012 vs. Tennessee State (W, 88-25).

M They limited Bellarmine to 14.9 percent (7-47) shooting, which is the lowest field goal percentage
allowed in the Jeff Walz era. The previous low was when they limited Tennessee State to 16.7
percent shooting (9-54) in that 88-25 win on Dec. 31, 2012.

M Through three games, Louisville is limiting opponents to just 38.7 points per game, which ranks
first in the ACC and fourth in the country. West Virginia leads the country at 33.0 points per game
allowed, but they have played just one game, a 86-33 win over St. Francis (Pa.). UofL is also
holding opponents to 27.2 percent shooting, which ranks second in ACC and ninth in NCAA.

B Emily Engstler recorded her first double-double in a Louisville uniform with 12 points and 14
rebounds vs. Bellarmine. She had 16 career double-doubles while at Syracuse, including two
against Louisville. She had 21 points and 10 rebounds vs. UofL in the ACC Tourney last year on
March 6, 2021 and 16 points and 11 rebounds on Jan. 21, 2021. Engstler had 12 points and 10
rebounds in the first half alone, becoming the first Cardinal since Myisha Hines-Allen to have a
double-double in the first half. Hines-Allen did it twice in 2016-17. The most recent time was when
Hines-Allen had 13 points and 12 rebounds at the half and finished with 24 points and 15 rebounds
vs. Vanderbilt on Dec. 21, 2016.

ABOUT THE HUSKIES
Washington enters Saturday’s contest with a 2-0 record, with a 57-51 win vs. San Diego and a
72-65 win over Northern Arizona. Head coach Tina Langley enters her first year at Washington
after leading Rice through its most successful stretch in program history. Langley was 126-61 in
six seasons with the Owls, a tenure that was capped by winning the 2021 WNIT Championship.
The Huskies return two starters from last season’s squad, including forward Haley Van Dyke, who
earned honorable mention on both the All-Pac-12 and All-Pac-12 Defensive teams, and shooting
guard Alexis Griggsby. Through two games, Van Dyke is leading the Huskies with 15.5 points,
11.5 rebounds and 3.0 steals per game. Nancy Mulkey and Lauren Schwartz followed Langley
from Rice, where they were the No. 1 and 2 scorers for the Owls. Mulkey is preseason All-Pac-12
Honorable Mention and on the Lisa Leslie Watch List. The Huskies are averaging 30.0 turnovers
per game in their first two victories.

W Series History - This is the first meeting between Louisville and Washington

QUICK HITTERS

H Walz vs. Pac-12 - Under head coach Jeff Walz, Louisville is 13-4 overall against the Pac-
12. This marks the fourth time that Louisville has played a true road game against a Pac-12 team in
the Walz era and they are 2-1 in those games (Dec. 21, 2014 at California - W, 70-57; Dec. 14,
2012 at Colorado - L, 70-66; Dec. 19, 2011 at Washington State - W, 75-71)). Dating back to last
season, four of the Cardinals past six games have been against Pac-12 schools. They played
Oregon and Stanford in the NCAA Sweet 16 and Elite Eight last season and opened this season
vs. Arizona in Sioux Falls, S.D.

m Home Coming Road Trip - Hailey Van Lith, a native of Wenatchee, Wash., is returning
home to play at Washington, while Kianna Smith, a native of Moreno Valley, Calif., will get the
opportunity to play at Cal Poly, where her father, John Smith, is the head men’s basketball coach.

m Over the Last 4 Years - UofL went 122-15 (.891) over the previous four seasons, which
marks the fewest losses and best winning percentage over a four-year span in program history.

m Overtime - UofL's 61-59 overtime loss vs. Arizona marked its first overtime defeat since a
73-63 loss to No. 4 Mississippi State in the Final Four on March 30, 2018. It was their first overtime
game since a 71-63 double overtime win at UT Martin on Dec. 19, 2019.

APPROACHING MILESTONES

H Kianna Smith approaches 1,000 career points - Kianna Smith has 945 career points and is
just 55 points shy of 1,000. She has 345 career points in a Louisville uniform.

W Walz approaches 400 career wins - Louisville head coach Jeff Walz, already the winningest
coach in program history, has 387 career wins, just 13 shy of 400.

FOUR DIFFERENT TIME ZONES

In the Cardinals first six games, they will play in four different time zones. They opened in Sioux
Falls, S.D. against Arizona in the Central Time Zone, hosted Bellarmine and UT Martin in the
Eastern Time Zone, and now play at Washington and Cal Poly in the Pacific Time Zone and at
Colorado State in Mountain Time Zone.

RETURNING STARTERS

Entering the 2021-22

campaign, the Cards returned six players that made a combined 113 starts in a Louisville uniform
(Van Lith - 30, Cochran - 25, Robinson - 22, K. Smith - 20, Dixon - 11, A. Smith - 5).

ROSTER BREAKDOWN
Louisville returns nine players from last year's team, brings in five newcomers and had three
departures, including two-time ACC Player of the Year and WBCA All-American Dana Evans.

o Returnees - In addition to the six players that have career starts, the Cardinals return
Norika Konno, Ramani Parker and Merissah Russell. Robinson is the only four-year player for the
Cardinals and last season was named to the ACC All-Defensive Team. Kianna Smith is the leading
returning scorer after averaging 11.4 points per game a season ago. Van Lith returns after starting
all 30 games last season and averaging 11.2 points per game as a freshman. Cochran finished with
9.9 points per game and a team-high 6.9 rebounds per contest during her freshman campaign. Dixon
averaged 7.6 points and 5.4 rebounds, while shooting a team-high 56.4 percent from the floor.

m Newcomers - Louisville brings in Syracuse transfer Emily Engstler and Vanderhbilt grad
transfer Chelsie Hall, along with three freshmen Alexia Mobley, Sydni Schetnan and Payton
Verhulst. Engstler was the ACC Co-Sixth Player of the Year last season, while Hall was a 1,000
point scorer at Vanderbilt and earned 2018 SEC All-Freshman team honors.

LOUISVILLE PICKED SECOND IN ACC
PRESEASON POLLS

UofL was picked second in the league after
claiming four consecutive regular season titles.
The Cardinals received seven first-place votes
from the Blue Ribbon Panel for a total of 789
points and one first-place vote from the head
coaches to finish with 207 points. Louisville is
picked second in the ACC behind first-place NC
State. The Cardinals and Wolfpack were the only

VAN LITH NAMED PRESEASON ALL-ACC, VERHULST TO NEWCOMER WATCH LIST
Hailey Van Lith was named Preseason First Team All-ACC, while Payton Verhulst was named to
the Newcomer Watch List.

M Van Lith - Van Lith started every game for Louisville last season en route to being named
to the ACC All-Freshman Team. She was named to the ACC All-Tournament Team, All-FACC
Academic Team and twice was named ACC Freshman of the Week. She ranked third on the team
with 11.2 points and 5.2 rebounds, while chipping in 2.1 assists per game. She shot 49-128 (.383)
from 3-point range and 44-53 (.830) from the free throw line.

m Verhulst - Verhulst was USA Today National Female Athlete of the Year, Kansas’ Girls
Baskethall Player of the Year and overall Female Athlete of the Year and a McDonald's All-
American. Over the summer, she helped USA Basketball Women’s U19 Team win gold at the 2021
FIBA U19 World Cup in Debrecen, Hungary. She contributed three points, six rebounds and two
assists in the 70-52 win over Australia in the final.

FOURTH STRAIGHT ACC TITLE
Last season, UofL won its fourth straight ACC title and second straight outright title. It marked the
ninth conference title in program history. Prior to this stretch, Louisville had never won consecutive
regular season conference titles. The last two outright regular season titles are the first since they
won the Conference USA regular season championship in 2000-01.

m Over last four seasons, the Cardinals are 67-10 (.870) in ACC regular season and
tournament games combined. UofL is 59-7 (.894) in ACC regular season games. They are 30-4
(.882) in home games and 29-3 (.906) in road games.

HEAD COACH JEFF WALZ

Head coach Jeff Walz, in his 15th season
as a head coach, has compiled a 387-109
record as the Cardinals’ leader. Walz and the
Cardinals boast quite an astounding resumé
that includes 10 trips to the NCAA Sweet 16,
six trips to the Elite Eight, three trips to the final
four and two trips to the national title game.
Overall, he has compiled a 33-12 record in
NCAA Tournament games and ranks ninth
all-time and fifth among active coaches with a
73.3 NCAA Tournament winning percentage.
All of this for a program that had just four NCAA Tournament wins and
had never reached a Sweet 16 prior to Walz being named head coach.

Walz is the all-time winningest coach in program history and
averages 27.5 victories per season. He directed Louisville to a program-
record 36 victories in 2017-18 en route to being named ACC Coach of
the Year, 34 victories in 2008-09, 33 wins in 2013-14 and 32 wins in
2018-19. The Cardinals finished with 28 and 26 wins in the shortened
2019-20 and 2020-21 seasons.

The Cardinals have reached 20 wins 11 consecutive times and they
have won at least 20 games in 13 of Walz's 14 seasons. The longest
run previously was three, achieved twice, and UofL had just 10 20-win
seasons in its 32 previous years.

Walz has led Louisville to four consecutive Atlantic Coast
Conference regular season titles in 2018, 2019, 2020 and 2021, and
over that four-year span, the Cardinals are a combined 122-15, which
marks the fewest losses and best winning percentage over a four-year
period in program history.

He also coached the ACC Player of the Year in five of six seasons
as Myisha Hines-Allen won the award in 2016, Asia Durr in 2018 and
2019, and Dana Evans in 2020 and 2021. He also coached Angel
McCoughtry to Big East Player of the Year honors in 2007.

After being hired as the Cardinals’ head coach on March 27, 2007,
the Bluegrass State native used little time to make a splash. His first
year featured the program’s first NCAA Sweet 16 and it culminated
with Louisville earning the No. 12 ranking in the final ESPN/USA Today
Coaches Poll. For his efforts, Walz was named the WBCA Maggie Dixon
Rookie Coach of the Year.

Prior to taking the reins at Louisville, Walz spent five seasons at
Maryland, including his final season as the associate head coach in
2006-07. The season prior, he helped lead the Terrapins to a school-
record 34 wins and the program'’s first national title.

Walz has four children: daughter Kaeley, son Jacob, and daughters
Lola and Lucy. He married the former Lauren Lueders in September of
2012, and the couple resides in Louisville.

Prior to
the losses at Ohio State and Syracuse in 2019-20, their only losses came to No. 1 teams (1/10/19
at No. 1 ND, L, 82-68; 2/12/18 at No. 1 UConn, L, 69-58).

CHALLENGING SCHEDULE

Eight of the Cardinals’ opponents this season are ranked in the Associated Press’ preseason top 25
(2. UConn, 5. NC State, 11. Michigan, 13. Kentucky, 16. Florida State, 17. Georgia Tech, 22. Arizona,
24, Virginia Tech). An additional two opponents received votes in the poll (Notre Dame, Belmont).

FOUR PLAYERS NAMED TO POSITION AWARD WATCH LISTS

Hailey Van Lith, Kianna Smith, Emily Engstler and Olivia Cochran were all named to their position
award watch list. Louisville is one of five schools with a student-athlete on four of the five lists,
joining South Carolina, Stanford, Tennessee and UConn. No school had a player on all five.

H Van Lith named to Nancy Lieberman Award Watch List - Van Lith started every game
for Louisville last season en route to being named to the ACC All-Freshman Team, ACC All-
Tournament Team and the All-ACC Academic Team. She ranked third on the team with 11.2 points
and 5.2 rebounds, while chipping in 2.1 assists per game. The Lieberman Award recognizes the
top point guards.

H Kianna Smith named to Ann Meyers-Drysdale Award Watch List - Smith played in 28
games with 20 starts in her first season as a Cardinal a year ago. She ranked second on the team
with 11.4 points and third with 2.2 assists per game, and ranked eighth in the ACC with 55 made
3-point field goals. She was named to the ACC All-Tournament Team and the All-ACC Academic
Team. The Meyers-Drysdale Award recognizes the top shooting guards.

o Emily Engstler named to Cheryl Miller Award Watch List - Engstler transferred to
Louisville after playing three seasons at Syracuse.

The McClain
Award recognizes the top power forwards.

VAN LITH NAMED TO NAISMITH TROPHY WATCH LIST, NO. 18 BY ESPN
Hailey Van Lith was named to the Naismith Trophy Watch List and was ranked No. 18 on ESPN's
Top 25 women'’s baskethall players list.

W ESPN writer Katie Barnes on Van Lith, “At just 5-7, Van Lith was among the best rebounders
on Louisville’s squad last season. Her tenacity and physicality make her stand out on the court. Her
38.3% 3-point shooting led the Cardinals last season, and with the graduation of Dana Evans, look
for Van Lith to increase her scoring. Louisville has been a perennial power in the ACC, and if Van
Lith has a breakout season, the Cardinals could be serious contenders.”

M ESPN analyst Debbie Antonelli on Van Lith, “Trustworthy in late-game playmaking situations
with elite handle, decisions and free throw shooting; shot-making abilities outside arc and inside
lane; dangerous on the catch, aggressive first step make her hard to guard.”

Louisville star Dana Evans credits Robinson with bringing
scrappiness to what is perennially one of the ACC's top
defenses.”

o Following the win over Notre Dame, Dana Evans said this of Robinson, “She does
everything, she can guard 1-5, she hustles for every loose ball, she gets every rebound that's in
her area, she does everything that we need her to do. What she does doesn't always show up on
the stat sheet, but she gets it done and that's why she is so valuable to our team.”

M Robinson’s combination of strength, speed and quickness, combined with an extremely
high baskethall IQ makes her the most versatile defender in the ACC. Can guard positions 1-5
effectively. She drew 19 charges in 16 ACC games last season.

M Robinson had 17 starts last season, 16 of which have come in the last 19 games. In the win
at Pitt, she had a career-high nine rebounds and five steals, along with a season-high six points
and five assists, while committing zero turnovers. She had a career-high 10 points on 5-5 shooting
at Notre Dame, while taking an incredible five charges. She played a career-high 38 minutes
and contributed eight rebounds, four assists and two steals against Wake Forest. She had seven
points, seven rebounds, four assists and two steals vs. Marist. She had four points and tied a
career-high with nine rebounds against Northwestern.

FRESHMEN BECOME SOPHOMORES
Last season, Hailey Van Lith (11.2 ppg, 5.2 rpg) and Olivia Cochran (9.9 ppg, 6.9 rpg) ranked in
the top six in scoring and rebounding among ACC freshmen.

H Van Lith - Hailey Van Lith set a career-high with 24 points, while tying her career-high with six
made 3-pointers (6-10) in the win over Wake Forest. She also set a career-high with four steals. She
also made six threes (6-11), while scoring 18 points, against Syracuse. Her six made 3-pointers are the
most by a UofL freshmen since Mariya Moore made six 3-pointers (6-9) in a 69-56 win over Ball State
on Nov. 23, 2014. She had three 20-point games this season, which is the most since Asia Durr had four
in 2015-16. She had back-to-back 20-point games against EKU and DePaul, becoming the first UofL
freshman to score 20 points in consecutive games since Myisha Hines-Allen had 23 points in two straight
games against Miami and Syracuse on 1/25-1/29/15. She scored 10-plus in 18 of 30 games.

H Cochran - Cochran had 13 points and 15 rebounds vs. Northwestern for her fifth double-double
of the year. Her 15 rebounds are her career-high, the most by a UofL player last year and is tied for the
second most by a UofL player in an NCAA Tournament game. Candyce Bingham had 20 rebounds vs.
North Carolina in 2008 and 15 against Baylor in 2009. Cochran had a team-high 17 points and seven
rebounds, while making her first seven shots in the win over UNC. She scored in double figures in 15 of
29 games and seven times had double digit rebounds.

m Double Doubles - Cochran had five double-doubles on the year, which is the most by a UofL
freshmen since Angel McCoughtry had five double-doubles as a freshman in 2005-06. Hailey Van Lith
also had a double-double with 20 points and 11 rebounds against EKU. They were the first freshmen
with a double-double since Dana Evans had 18 points and 10 assists in 87-63 win at UK on 12/17/17.

UofL boasts a 167-18 record (.903) at the KFC Yum! Center. All-time at the venue, UofL holds a
plus-22.2 scoring margin. Prior to last season’s crowd being limited to 15 percent, Louisville was
averaging 9,328 fans per contest and had welcomed over one million and a half fans through the
doors of the KFC Yum! Center. The longest home winning streak in program history is 17 games
when they won their final five home games in 2016-17 and their first 12 in 2017-18.

70-PLUS POINTS

Louisville is 1-0 when scoring 70-plus points. Last season, UofL went 21-0 when scoring 70 points
or more. UofL is 272-23 when surpassing the 70-point plateau under Walz. Their 79-73 loss to
Miami in 2018-19 ended a 49-game winning streak when scoring 70-plus.

50/50

UofL is 1-0 when shooting above 50 percent. Last season, they shot over 50 percent seven times
and went 7-0 in those games. Overall, they boast a 125-1 record when shooting 50 percent or
better from the field under Walz. Their lone loss came on Nov. 29, 2008 at Nevada when they shot
50.8 percent (L, 85-82).

EVANS SETS NEW STANDARD
Evans, the two-time ACC Player of the Year and WBCA All-American, finished with a career record of
122-15 (.891). She concluded her career at UofL with the fewest losses and best winning percentage
in program history. She is the only player in program history to claim four regular season conference
championships. She finished just three wins shy of tying the 2019-20 class (Bionca Dunham, Jazmine
Jones, Jessica Laemmle, Kylee Shook) that finished 125-19 (.868) with the most wins in four years.
Her 1,715 career points rank ninth all-time at Louisville, her 521 assists and 222 made 3-pointers rank
sixth and her 85.8 free throw percentage is the program’s all-time best.

M Evans was selected by the Dallas Wings with the 13th pick of the 2021 WNBA Draft. She
was later traded to the Chicago Sky, was named to WNBA All-Rookie Team and won a WNBA title.

REACHING #1

Last season, on Jan. 18, UofL reached No. 1 in the AP and USA Today polls for the first time in
program history. UofL is one of seven teams to be ranked No. 1 in the AP poll the last decade, joined
by Baylor, UConn, Notre Dame, Oregon, South Carolina and Stanford.

SUCCESS AGAINST UNRANKED TEAMS

Louisville is 2-0 against unranked teams. They went 23-1 against unranked teams last year and
are 145-3 in their last 148 games. Prior to the 67-60 loss at Ohio State in 2019-20, they had won
102 consecutive games against teams not ranked in the AP Top 25. Their previous loss to an
unranked team was a 79-66 setback vs. Dayton on 11/29/15.

NORMAN NAMED WBCA DIVISION | ASSISTANT COACH OF THE YEAR

Last year, associate head coach Stephanie Norman was named the 2021 Division | Assistant
Coach of the Year. Norman, now in her 15th year at Louisville and her 10th as associate head
coach, has served on the Cardinals’ staff since the hiring of head coach Jeff Walz.

WALZ NAMED WBCA COY FINALIST, NAISMITH COY SEMIFINALIST

Last season, head coach Jeff Walz was named a WBCA Coach of the Year Finalist and a Werner
Ladder Naismith Coach of the Year Semifinalist. Despite losing five seniors from the 2019-20 team
and having just one player named to the All-ACC first or second team, Walz led the Cardinals to
their fourth straight ACC regular season title. Louisville won its first 16 games and reached No. 1 in
the Associated Press and USA Today polls for the first time in program history.

VAN LITH TWICE NAMED ACC FRESHMAN OF THE WEEK

Hailey Van Lith was twice named ACC Freshman of the Week last season. She earned the honor after
averaging 11.3 points, 7.0 rebounds, 2.3 assists and 1.7 steals, while shooting a perfect 10-10 from the
free throw line to help the No. 2 Cardinals get wins over UT Martin, Virginia Tech and Clemson. She was
also named ACC FOW after averaging 16.5 points and 9.5 rebounds, and shooting 52 percent from the
floor and 6-12 from deep, in her first two games at UofL. She was the first UofL women’s basketball player
to earn ACC Freshman of the Week honors since Asia Durr did so on Feb. 1, 2016.

CARDINALS SIGN BROWN, HARRIS, LESTER AND WALKER TO 2022 CLASS

Jalyn Brown, a 6-foot guard from Baltimore, Md., Nyla Harris, a 6-foot-2 forward from Windermere, Fla.,
Imani Lester, a 6-foot-3 forward from Raleigh, N.C. and Zyanna Walker, a 5-foot-8 guard from Wichita,
Kan., have signed National Letters of Intent with the Louisville women'’s basketball program. Collegiate
Girls Baskethall Report ranks the 2022 class fourth nationally and first in the Atlantic Coast Conference.

m Brown comes to Louisville from St. Frances Academy, the same high school that brought Angel
McCoughtry. She is a four-star prospect and is ranked No. 78 overall and the No. 12 ranked wing by espnW
HoopGurlz. She is also ranked the fifth best player in Maryland by Prep Girls Hoops. After spending her first
two years at Riverdale Baptist in Upper Marlboro, Brown averaged 20.6 points and six rebounds as a junior
at St. Frances, which played a condensed season because of the coronavirus pandemic.

W Harris is a five-star prospect and is ranked No. 34 overall by espnw HoopGurlz and Prep Girls
Hoops. espnW HoopGurlz also ranks Harris as the eighth best forward in the 2022 class. She was
named the MaxPreps Player of the Year as a sophomore after averaging 11.3 points and 6.2 rebounds
per game. She tallied 20 points, five rebounds and three blocks to lead Lake Highland Prep to a
Florida 4A State Championship as a sophomore. On Wednesday, the Atlanta Tipoff Club announced
that she was named to the 2022 Naismith High School Trophy Underclassmen Girls Watch List.

M Lester is a four-star prospect and is ranked No.57 overall and the eighth best post player by
espnW HoopGurlz. Lester has played varsity basketball since the seventh grade and reached 1,000
career points in her freshman season at North Raleigh Christian Academy. She was named to the
NCISAA 4A All-State team and the TISAC Player of the Year in 2019. Lester averaged 16 points, 12
rebounds, four blocks, four assists and two steals per game as a junior. She helped lead North Raleigh
Christian Academy to the N.C. Independent School Athletic Association 4A state championship game
and led the team with 16 points. Her father Avie Lester played at NC State and is the head coach at
North Raleigh Christian Academy.

m Walker is a four-star prospect and is ranked as high as No. 15 by Prep Girls Hoops. espnW
HoopGurlz ranked her No. 38 overall and the No.10 guard in the class. Considered the top girls
basketball player in Wichita, Walker averaged more than 20 points per game before tearing her ACL
in her sophomore season.
