
FIRST WHISTLE
 •Saint Louis begins the second half of its non-conference 
schedule and its eight-game September slate by hosƟ ng Louisville 
of the AtlanƟ c Coast Conference Thursday night.
 •The Billikens posted their fi rst win of the season last Ɵ me out, 
scoring once in each half for a 2-0 victory Sunday at Illinois State.
 •Also on Sunday, Louisville remained perfect by defeaƟ ng 
Northern Kentucky 3-0. Earlier, the Cardinals beat Western 
Michigan 6-2 and James Madison 4-3.
 •The game vs. Saint Louis is Louisville's only non-conference 
road contest this season. The Cardinals are picked to fi nish eighth 
in the 14-team ACC this year aŌ er going 5-7 overall and 4-4 in 
conference play (Ɵ ed for sixth) a season ago.
 •SLU and Louisville were Conference USA rivals from 1996 
to 2004; the Billikens defeated the Cardinals in all nine C-USA 
meeƟ ngs. Louisville has won the last three meeƟ ngs to narrow 
Saint Louis’ series lead to 9-3. Thursday’s game marks the fi rst 
Ɵ me the teams have squared off  in St. Louis since 2010.
 •The Billikens rank second in the AtlanƟ c 10 Conference in 
corner kicks (6.3 per game) and are Ɵ ed for third in goals against 
average (1.00).
 •Saint Louis is 45-4-5 in its last 54 games on the home pitch 
of Robert R. Hermann Stadium, a stretch that dates to the fi nal 
home game of the 2015 campaign.
 •Saint Louis set team records for overall (.912, 15-1-1) and 
regular-season (.929, 13-1) winning percentage last season.
 •SLU has won 80 games since 2016, the most of any A-10 
women's soccer team.
 •The Billikens returned all 11 starters and eight addiƟ onal 
players from their 2020 squad.

 •SLU captured the 2020 AtlanƟ c 10 Conference regular-season 
and tournament championships – becoming the fi rst team in 
A-10 women's soccer history to win both Ɵ tles in three straight 
seasons – and played in a third straight NCAA Championship.
 •The Billikens were ranked 20th in the fi nal 2020 United Soccer 
Coaches naƟ onal poll. They achieved the highest ranking (17th) 
in program history earlier in the season.
 •Hannah Friedrich has 81 points, good for a second-place Ɵ e 
on SLU's career list. Friedrich, a member of the MAC Hermann 
Trophy Watch List, is the program's career leader in game-
winning goals (13) and is Ɵ ed for second in game-winning assists 
(13), fourth in goals (26) and fourth in assists (29).
 •Friedrich (Off ensive Player of the Year) is one of three 
returning Billikens who earned A-10 major postseason awards 
last season. Emily Puricelli was the Defensive Player of the Year, 
while Abbie Miller earned Midfi elder of the Year honors.
 •Brionna Halverson, Lyndsey Heckel, Sophia Stram and 
Hannah Larson joined Friedrich, Puricelli and Miller on the 2020 
A-10 fi rst team. Emily Groark was a second-team choice.
 •Friedrich, Miller and Halverson were 2020 fi rst-team All-
Region picks, while Puricelli and Larson made the second team.

BILLIKENS COLLECT FIRST WIN, 2-0 AT ILLINOIS STATE
 •Saint Louis received goals from Abbie Miller and Emily Gaebe, 
assists from Hannah Friedrich and Anna Walsh, and a fi ve-save 
shutout from Emily Puricelli in a 2-0 win at Illinois State Aug. 29.
 •Miller, assisted by Friedrich, hit the target in the 28th minute. 
Gaebe tallied her fi rst collegiate goal, assisted by Walsh, in the 
51st minute.

FRIEDRICH MAKES HERMANN TROPHY WATCH LIST
 •Senior forward Hannah Friedrich is one of 59 NCAA Division 
I women's soccer student-athletes named to the 2021 MAC 
Hermann Trophy Watch List.
 •Friedrich is the second player from Saint Louis to earn 
inclusion on the list, joining Alli Klug (2018, 2019).
 •The Hermann Trophy is awarded annually by the Missouri 
AthleƟ c Club to the most outstanding female and male collegiate 
soccer players.

BILLIKENS PICKED TO WIN A-10 TITLE
 •Saint Louis has been selected to capture a fourth straight 
AtlanƟ c 10 Conference Ɵ tle in voƟ ng by A-10 head coaches. The 
Bills received 13 of 14 fi rst-place votes and totaled 195 points.
 •Dayton (153 points) is the No. 2 pick, followed by VCU (152), 
George Washington (one fi rst-place vote, 145) and MassachuseƩ s 
(144). La Salle (128) and Davidson (114), runner-up to SLU in last 
season's A-10 Championship, round out the upper half of the 14-
team conference.
 •Saint Joseph's (96) is eighth, followed by Fordham (93), 
Duquesne (68), George Mason (64), Richmond (51), Rhode Island 
(45) and St. Bonaventure (22).

INDIVIDUAL PRESEASON HONORS
 •A league-high four Billikens landed on the A-10 preseason All-
Conference team.
 •Hannah Friedrich and Abbie Miller, last season's A-10 
Off ensive Player of the Year and Midfi elder of the Year, 
respecƟ vely, were joined by Brionna Halverson and Sophia 
Stram.
 •Friedrich was named to the TopDrawerSoccer.com Preseason 
Best XI third team.

FRIEDRICH CLIMBING CAREER LISTS
 •Hannah Friedrich ranks among the top 10 on six Saint Louis 
career staƟ sƟ cal lists.
 •Friedrich owns the school record of 13 game-winning goals. 
Five of those clinchers have come in the 84th minute or later, 
including two golden goals.
 •She is Ɵ ed for second in points (81) and game-winning assists 
(13), fourth in goals (26) and assists (29), and sixth in shots (184) 
on SLU's career lists.
 •A season ago, Friedrich's 14 assists Ɵ ed for the naƟ onal lead 
and were just one shy of matching the school record.
 •In her freshman season (2018), Friedrich scored a school-
record 30 points (11G, 8A); her 11 goals were good for a third-
place Ɵ e on SLU's all-Ɵ me single-season chart.
 •She followed with another 11-goal output in 2019, and her 28 
points (11G, 6A) Ɵ ed for fourth on the Billikens' single-season list.
 •Friedrich scored a school-record seven game-winning goals in 
2019, including a pair of golden goals.
 •Her game-winning goals (13) and game-winning assists (12) 
total of 25 is the highest in Billiken women's soccer history.

BILLS MAKE HERMANN STADIUM A SOCCER FORTRESS
 •Saint Louis is 45-4-5 in its last 54 games on the home pitch 
of Robert R. Hermann Stadium, a stretch that dates to the fi nal 
home game of the 2015 campaign.
 •In those 54 games, the Billikens outscored their opponents 
117-22, registered 32 shutouts, and never allowed more than 
one goal.
 •SLU was 8-1 at Hermann last season.

HEAD COACH KATIE SHIELDS
 •Now in her ninth season leading the Billikens, 2018 and 2019 
AtlanƟ c 10 Conference Coach of the Year KaƟ e Shields owns a 
102-48-13 career record (all at Saint Louis) for a .666 winning 
percentage.
 •Shields, who spent one season as a SLU assistant before taking 
the head-coaching reins, has guided the Billikens to a conference-
best 80-19-8 (.785) mark since 2016. That record includes a 41-3-
4 (.896) ledger in A-10 regular-season play.
 •Shields' 2020 Billikens played in the NCAA Championship 
for a third straight season aŌ er becoming the fi rst team in 
A-10 women's soccer history to win both regular-season and 
tournament Ɵ tles in three consecuƟ ve years. She and her staff  
were selected East Region Coaching Staff  of the Year by the 
United Soccer Coaches.
 •During Shields' tenure, Saint Louis players have earned All-
America honors twice, All-Region plaudits 19 Ɵ mes and AtlanƟ c 
10 accolades (fi rst team, second team, All-Rookie) 45 Ɵ mes. In 
addiƟ on, Billikens have been selected A-10 Defensive Player of 
the Year fi ve Ɵ mes (each of the past fi ve seasons), Midfi elder 
of the Year twice (each of the past two seasons), and Off ensive 
Player of the Year and Rookie of the Year once each.
 •Shields began the 2021 campaign ranked 27th in winning 
percentage among acƟ ve NCAA Division I head coaches.

KEEPING THEM AT HOME
 •Saint Louis tradiƟ onally has featured a large number of 
players from its back yard, and this season is no excepƟ on.
 •Of the 27 players on the Billikens' roster, 15 are from the St. 
Louis area – 11 from the Missouri side of the Mississippi River, 
four from the Illinois side.

19 RETURN FROM 2020
 •SLU returned all 11 starters and eight addiƟ onal players from 
its 2020 squad that posted records of 15-1-1 overall and 8-0-0 
in the AtlanƟ c 10 Conference; captured A-10 regular-season 
and conference tournament Ɵ tles and advanced to the NCAA 
Championship for a third consecuƟ ve year; and fi nished the 
season with the No. 20 ranking in the United Soccer Coaches 
naƟ onal poll.
 •Among the Billikens' returning starters are three players who 
earned A-10 major postseason awards last spring. Senior forward 
Hannah Friedrich was the league's Off ensive Player of the Year, 
sophomore goalkeeper Emily Puricelli collected Defensive 
Player of the Year accolades, and junior midfi elder Abbie Miller
garnered Midfi elder of the Year plaudits.

 •Joining that trio on the All-Conference fi rst team were senior 
defender Brionna Halverson, sophomore midfi elder Hannah 
Larson, and sophomore defenders Lyndsey Heckel and Sophia 
Stram.

Friedrich, Miller and Halverson were fi rst-team All-Region 
selecƟ ons, while Puricelli and Larson made the second team.
 •Also returning from the Billikens' 2020 fi rst 11 are junior 
defender Sydney Beach, junior midfi elder Karsen Kohl and 
sophomore midfi elder Jess Preusser. They are joined by senior 
midfi elder Brianna Haƞ ield, junior forward/midfi elder Brianna 
Arthur, junior midfi elder Jaime DeBerardinis, junior defender 
Sophia Denison, junior midfi elder Anna Lawler, junior midfi elder 
Anna Walsh, sophomore forward/midfi elder Gracie English and 
sophomore forward Caroline Kelly.

SAINT LOUIS IN 26TH SEASON OF WOMEN'S SOCCER
 •The 2021 season is the 26th in the history of Saint Louis 
University women's soccer.
 •The Billikens are 283-164-56 overall, a .618 winning 
percentage.
 •In conference play (Conference USA 1996-2004, AtlanƟ c 10 
since 2005), SLU is 148-68-26 (.665). 
 •Last spring, the Billikens posted a 16th winning season, a 10th 
season with a winning percentage of .700 or beƩ er, and the best 
winning percentage in program history (.912).
 •Saint Louis has captured 11 conference championships 
(six regular-season, fi ve tournament) and has made fi ve NCAA 
Championship appearances (2005, 2006, 2018, 2019, 2020). The 
2005 and 2006 teams reached the second round with fi rst-round 
wins; the 2020 Billikens were seeded into the second round in an 
abbreviated 48-team tournament fi eld.

The Billiken was born Oct. 8, 1908, when Kansas City art teacher and 
illustrator Florence Pretz patented a design for an elfl ike creature with 
pixie ears, a mischievous smile and a tuŌ  of hair on his pointed head. 
Reportedly, the image came to her in a dream.

Although it didn’t appear on the actual patent, some believe Pretz 
found the Billiken name in a fanciful work enƟ tled, “Mr. Moon: A Song 
of the LiƩ le People,” by Canadian poets Bliss Carman and Richard 
Hovey.

Within a short Ɵ me, Pretz sold her 
patented image to the Billiken Company of 
Chicago. IniƟ ally manufactured as a bank 
and statueƩ e, and later as a doll, this good 
luck charm soon became a naƟ onal craze. 
By 1911, the Billiken’s likeness adorned 
everything from marshmallow candies to 
hood ornaments.

In his heyday, the Billiken enjoyed 
worldwide fame. ArƟ sans in Alaska began 
carving his image into ivory, and in Japan, he 
appeared in shrines, amusement parks and 
even a movie.

Like many other fads, the Billiken might 
have faded into obscurity if it were not for 
Saint Louis University law student John 
Bender, who also happened to be the coach 
of SLU’s football team during the height of 
Billikenmania.

One story claims that nearby drugstore 
owner Billy Gunn called Bender a 
Billiken when the coach walked into 
his establishment one day. Supposedly, 
legendary sportswriter William O’Connor

was within earshot of the remark and took up the moniker not only for 
Bender but also for SLU’s sports teams.

Another tale claims O’Connor himself dubbed the coach a Billiken 
aŌ er a parƟ cularly good pracƟ ce leŌ  Bender beaming with a big smile. 
AŌ er pracƟ ce, Bender’s fellow law student Charles Z. McNamara, a local 
cartoonist, sketched Bender as a Billiken, posted it in Gunn’s drugstore 
window and tabbed the football team “Bender’s Billikens.”

Yet another yarn reports that the druggist 
asked McNamara to decorate his store 
window the night before a homecoming 
game. Supposedly, McNamara drew a 
Billiken, a popular good luck charm, causing 
one of his fellow students to exclaim, “That 
looks like coach Bender!”

Whatever the case, O’Connor is generally 
credited for popularizing the name 
throughout the city, but one fact fl ies in 
the face of this legend and lore. O’Connor 
did not join the St. Louis Post-Dispatch 
unƟ l Nov. 26, 1911, one full month aŌ er 
the newspaper fi rst menƟ oned “Bender’s 
Billikens.”

Regardless of how the story is told or 
whether his mysterious origins are ever 
fi nally resolved, the Billiken remains a 
good luck charm for Saint Louis University’s 
sports teams and always brings smiles to 
the faces of SLU fans.
