Plus, the Irish posted the third
most wins (339) during that span as well. That decade
also consisted of 14 conference championships (eight
regular-season plus six tournament titles split between
the BIG EAST and ACC), seven Final Fours and a 2018
national championship.

A program with a history of speaking up. It dates back
during a pre-game warmup. Fast forward to this year,

and it's no different. From being vocal on social media,
to leading a ‘Race for Change’ protest on campus back
in October, to making a unified decision during the
national anthem.

The shooting shirt - the hopeful
young girl - representing that what the team does now
can influence the next generation. A hope for a better
tomorrow. The quote on the back of the shirt states,
“We Hope, We Inspire, We Believe.”

The Irish rallied down 11 points in the fourth quarter
and had a chance to take the lead after a Maddy
Westbeld steal and fast break pull-up jumper, but the
freshman’s shot fell short, as the Cardinals pushed
ahead for the 71-65 victory.

All seven Notre Dame players who registered points
scored eight or more in a very balanced attack. Four
players all led with a team-high 10 points, including
Olivia Miles. Sam Brunelle nearly had a double-double
with 10 points and a season high nine rebounds. The
other two in double figures were Mikki Vaughn and
Maddy Westbeld — both of whom reeled in eight
boards.

Louisville’s Dana Evans was a huge difference maker in
the game, carrying the squad with 27 points on 9-0f-21
shooting.

WHY MADDY DESERVES ACC ROOKIE OF THEYEAR
Maddy Westbeld has the most complete game among
ACCrookies this season and here’s the stats to back it

up:

« She leads all ACC rookies in scoring with her 15.2 ppg.
Diving deeper into ACC Freshmen stats only, she ranks
1stin Scoring, 2nd in Rebounding, 3rd in Steals, 4th in
Blocks & 3rd in Assists. She is the only freshman in the
league to rank in the top-four in all above-mentioned
categories.

« Maddy is the only freshman in the country averaging

atleast 15 points, 7.5 rebounds, 2.5 assists & 1.4 steals.
In fact, there’s only six Division-I players achieving this
feat.

« Ranks 4th in the country among freshmen in the
Points+Rebounds+Assists/Game category with 25.7.
Tops ACC freshmen.

« Her scoring average ranks 9th overall in the league
and 11th among all Division | freshmen.

The stats don't lie, Destinee is the fourth highest scoring
sub in the entire country right now, averaging 12.1 ppg.
When looking at the ACC, the next best sixth player is
Syracuse’s Emily Engstler, who averages 9.8 ppg.

[t's not too often you have a 2020 ACC Honorable
Mention player coming off your bench. Over the last
12 games in particular, Destinee has thrived, scoring in
double figures in eight of them, and even leading the
Irish in scoring in three.

Destinee has surged in this last week of the reqular
season, compiling 22 points, 10 rebounds, six steals and

RECORD CHASING

Speaking of Destinee, she has been absolutely domi-
nant at the free-throw line this season. She ranks 2nd
in the ACCand 12th in the country, converting 89.8
percent of her attempts, aka 53-0f-59. She just had

a streak of 27 straight made free throws break at the
Florida State game on Feb. 25.

Destinee has a solid chance at becoming the new top
ND single-season free-throw shooter. The record is
currently held by Kayla McBride, who shot 90.0 percent
(90-0f-100) in the 2012-13 season (minimum of 2.0
made per game).

HERE COMETHE IRISH--OLIVIAMILES
Notre Dame received a major midseason pick-me-up

in star point guard Olivia Miles, who became the pro-
gram’s first ever early enrollee. Miles arrived on campus
on Jan. 18 and partook in a week of quarantine. Once
she was cleared, she started practicing with the team on
Jan. 27. She had three practices under her belt heading
into Syracuse, where she made an immediate impact.

Miles will be riding a three-game double-digit scoring
streak heading into Louisville, in which she’s shot
15-0f-25 (.600) in said span. The freshman is coming
off a season-high performance in both points (11) and
rebounds (8) against Florida State.

Miles made up one-half of Coach Ivey’s top-five
nationally ranked recruiting class that also featured
guard Sonia Citron. Miles was ranked the No. 8 prospect
overall by ESPN and the No. 2 point guard.

WHO'S HOT

Joining Miles in the hot-hand department is the team’s
scoring leader Maddy Westbeld. Since returning from
the team'’s Covid Pause, Westbeld has posted two
straight double-doubles, totaling 37 points and 23
rebounds. In the win over FSU, she led the team in
points, rebounds and assists. She’s riding a career-high
eight-game double-digit scoring streak heading into
Louisville.

Before the break in games, Sam Brunelle was starting to
hit a stride. The sophomore posted three straight games
in double figures, totaling 39 points, 13 assists and 21
rebounds. Thus, she averaged 13.0 points, 4.3 assists
and 7.0 rebounds. She almost made it four straight
games but came up just shy with eight points vs. Florida
State. Furthermore, her 21 rebounds over the last 3
games are more than the previous 9 games combined.

Perhaps the squad as a whole is hitting their stride at
the right time. Notre Dame held Pitt to a season low

point total on Monday, as the defense flexed its most
impressive performance of the season. Then on Thurs-

A season ago, the Irish ranked dead last in the ACCin
three-point shooting percentage (.271). Fast forward to
now and the Irish have recorded quite the renaissance
from beyond the arc primarily thanks to the quartet of
Mabrey, Brunelle, Westbeld and Walker. In fact, the
Irish are converting 35.6 percent from three, which not
only ranks 4th in the ACC, but also 42nd in the country.

Dara Mabrey led the ACCin three-point shooting per-
centage for a portion of the season, but has now slipped
to 7th with her 38.7 percent. That number also ranks
64th in the nation.

Westbeld currently leads the team in three-point
shooting percentage with her 40.4 percent. Brunelle
follows right behind at 39.3 percent. Walker rounds out
the deep threats with her 37.5 percent.

TIGHT GAMES AND 4TH QUARTERRIDES
The Irish have been on a wild ride in 2021. Since the
start of the calendar year, every game but the Syracuse
loss on Jan. 31 has been decided by 10 points o less.

The Irish did hold on to some fourth quarter leads
during their three-game win streak, but still saw dou-
ble-digit leads shrink to a one-possession game.

ND was up 67-53 with 7:00 on the clock before Wake
Forest trimmed it to one possession. ND went on for the
79-72 win.

At Virginia Tech, the Irish built a lead as large as 21,
before the Hokies cut it to 61-58 with 19.5 seconds left.

Maddy first received the Rookie nod on Dec. 7 after
averaging 20.0 points, 6.5 rebounds, 3.5 assists and 2.0
steals against No. 24 Michigan and IUPUI. She scored
