CARDS IN THE OPENER
Louisville is 10-3 all-time in season openers and has won four of five. They won four straight prior to 
losing 21-11 at No. 7 Northwestern on Feb. 8, 2019. Last season, Louisville won 16-11 at Cincinnati 
on Feb. 9, 2020 in its season opener.
Louisville is 11-2 in home openers and its seven-game winning streak came to a close with the 
15-6 loss to Denver last season. The only other defeat in a home opener was a 16-7 loss to No. 1 
Northwestern on March 7, 2012.

THE CAPTAINS
Caroline Blalock, Sarah Blalock, Rachel Florek, Ally Hall and Alex McNicholas will be team captains 
for the 2021 season. It marks the fourth straight season that Caroline Blalock has been a captain.
Caroline Blalock, who was named preseason All-ACC in 2020, had 20 ground balls to lead the 
team and rank sixth in the conference during the shortened season.
McNicholas led the team and ranked 10th in the ACC with 3.6 draw controls per game last season.
After posting three hat tricks during the 2020 season, Hall finished second on the team with 18 
goals and third with six assists.
Sarah Blalock capped off the 2020 season with five ground balls, six caused turnovers, and six 
draw controls.
A force in goal, Florek finished 2020 with 95 saves and a .503 save percentage, good enough to 
rank first in the ACC and fourth in the NCAA. She led the league with 10.6 saves per game and her 
.503 save percentage sits third all-time in UofL single-season history.

TEETER ENTERS THIRD SEASON AT LOUISVILLE
Head coach Scott Teeter enters his fourth season at Louisville. He has a 161-148 record in
18 seasons as a head coach and is 16-28 in his three seasons at Louisville.

RANKED VS. UNRANKED
UofL went 5-0 against unranked teams and 0-4 against ranked teams. In 2019, they went 5-4 against 
unranked teams and 0-9 against ranked teams. UofL has lost 23 straight games against ranked 
teams. Their last win over a ranked team was a 9-8 victory vs. No. 7 Syracuse on 4/22/17.

ALTERNATING WINS AND LOSSES
Last season, Louisville alternated wins and losses the entire way. They did not have a winning streak 
or a losing streak greater than one game.

QUICK FACTS

LOUISVILLE’S STATISTICAL LEADERS
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ABOUT THE GATORS
Florida is coming off a 6-2 season in 2020 after the campaign was cut short due to COVID-19. The 
squad finished ranked eighth in the nation according to the IWLCA poll and knocked off two Top-3 
teams in Maryland and Stony Brook. Florida was picked No. 8 in the IWLCA preseason poll and was 
tabbed to win the American Athletic Conference. Florida received five of the six first-place votes and led 
the conference with six preseason All-AAC players, including four unanimous selections. Brianna Harris 
was named Preseason Attacker of the Year, Cara Trombetta was tabbed as Preseason Co-Defender of 
the Year, Shannon Kavanagh earned Preseason Midfielder of the Year honors and Sarah Reznick was 
named Preseason Goalkeeper of the Year. Harris, Kavanagh, Reznick and Trombetta were joined on 
the Preseason All-AAC team by Kaitlyn Dabkowski and Grace Haus.

FINALLY SOME SENIORS
In 2020, UofL had two seniors after having just one in 2019. This year, they enter the season with 
eight seniors, five of which are team captains. Seven of the eight seniors have been with Coach 
Teeter all four seasons at Louisville. Florek came to Louisville from Towson in 2019. 
	 <UofL’s roster features eight seniors, four juniors, 16 sophomore and 11 freshmen.

SEEKING AN ACC WIN
UofL is seeking its first ACC win since defeating Syracuse 9-8 at UofL Lacrosse Stadium on April 
22, 2017. They have lost 18 straight games against ACC teams, which includes ACC Tournament 
games. Their last ACC road win was a 13-12 overtime win at Virginia Tech on April 1, 2017.

CHALLENGING SCHEDULE
Louisville will play three teams in the IWLCA preseason top 5, four in the preseason top 10 and nine 
in the preseason top 25 (No. 1 North Carolina, 2. Notre Dame, 4. Syracuse, 8. Florida, 15. Virginia, 
18. Duke, 19. Boston College, 24. Virginia Tech and 25. Colorado). They play Notre Dame, Syracuse 
and Boston College twice.

CAROLINE BLALOCK NAMED IL PRESEASON ALL-AMERICAN
Caroline Blalock has been named Inside Lacrosse Preseason All-American Honorable Mention. 
Blalock is a four-year captain for the Cardinals. Last season she named preseason All-ACC and led 
the team with 20 ground balls, which ranked sixth in the Atlantic Coast Conference. As a freshman, 
she was named All-ACC Second Team after leading Louisville with 43 goals, 55 points and 24 
caused turnovers. As a sophomore, she was named ACC All-Academic Team and her 23 caused 
turnovers ranked third on the team, eighth in the ACC and tied for 10th in UofL single season history.

FLOREK IN THE NET
In nine games last season, Florek had 95 saves, which led the ACC and ranked fourth in the country, 
and a .503 save percentage, which ranked fourth in the ACC. She ranked first in the league and 20th 
in the nation with 10.56 saves per game. She set the program-record for saves in a game with 17 
twice last season (Virginia Tech and Michigan). Against Virginia Tech, she allowed eight goals and 
had a .680 save percentage; she had a .531 save percentage against the Wolverines. She also had 
14 saves and a .518 save percentage in the win at Vanderbilt.
	
MORRIS’ MOJO
Hannah Morris led the Cardinals and ranked ninth in the ACC with 21 goals. She had at least one 
goal in eight of nine games and enters the 2021 campaign with a seven-game scoring streak, which 
leads the team. She has 13 goals in the last five games a season ago, including four-goal games 
against Longwood and Niagara. In 2019, she had six goals on the season with three of those goals 
coming in a hat trick vs. Syracuse on March 17, 2019.

GETTING ON THE BOARD FIRST
Over the last two seasons, UofL is 6-3 when scoring first and 4-14 when their opponent scores first.

PLAYING FROM BEHIND
Last season, Louisville trailed in six of nine games and went 2-4 in those games. In the win over 
Vanderbilt, they trailed 2-0 before winning 15-13. In the 15-11 loss at No. 14 Michigan, UofL spotted 
Michigan a 5-0 lead before mounting 6-2 run to end the half. Louisville pulled even at 7-7 on a goal by 
Paige Richbourg with 25:56 remaining. After the Cards tied the game, twice Michigan rebuilt its lead to 
two goals, but UofL responded both times. Caroline Blalock’s goal at 20:30 evened the score at 9-9, 
then Scanlan scored her fourth goal to tie it at 11-11 with 11:27 to go. Michigan regained the lead at 
12-11 with 6:38 to go and UofL failed to get a shot off the rest of the way.

TAKING CARE OF THE BALL
In 2020, UofL committed 149 turnovers or 16.56 per game, which ranked last in the ACC. They went 
4-1 when committing less turnovers and 1-3 when committing more turnovers.

 HEAD COACH SCOTT TEETER
	 Scott Teeter is in his fourth year 
as head coach of the University of 
Louisville women’s lacrosse team. He is 
in his 19th year as head coach.
	 Prior to coming to Louisville, he 
served as head coach at Canisius for 
15 years (2003-2017; 145-120). Upon 
his arrival in Buffalo, he took the reins 
of a team that had won just 11 games 
in the program’s first seven seasons. 
Under his guidance, he changed the 
culture of the program and was named 
MAAC Coach of the Year in just his third season after leading 
the Griffs to an eight-win improvement in 2005.
	 In 2011, Canisius won a school-record 14 games and 
capped the successful campaign with the program’s first MAAC 
Tournament title. The Griffs added postseason championships 
in 2012, 2013, 2014, 2016 and 2017. In the run from 2011-
14, the team became the first school in MAAC history to win 
four straight conference titles. Canisius also claimed regular-
season crowns in 2013, 2015, 2016 and 2017 after sweeping 
through conference foes without a loss.
	 He was named the league’s coach of the year again in 
2015, 2016 and 2017, after becoming the first three teams in 
MAAC history to post a perfect 8-0 regular-season record.
	 He left Canisius as the winningest coach in MAAC history.
	 Teeter has also served as head coach of the Canadian 
Under-19 National Team since 2009. He guided the team to 
a bronze-medal showing during the 2011 championship in 
Hannover, Germany, before earning the country’s first women’s 
field lacrosse title at the 2015 FIL World Championship in 
Edinburgh, Scotland. In 2017, he led the Canadian National 
team to a pair of silver medals, both at the FIL World Cup held 
in England and the World Games in Poland. This past summer, 
he led Canada to a second place finish at the 2019 FIL World 
Championship in Peterborough, Ontario, Canada.
