GETTING STARTED

GETTING AN ACC WIN

Louisville's 13-9 win over Virginia Tech on April 3 ended a 23-game losing streak against ACC
opponents and marked the first ACC win of Coach Teeter’s tenure. UofL's previous ACC win was
a 9-8 win versus Syracuse at home on April 22, 2017. Their previous ACC road win was a 13-12

overtime win at Virginia Tech on April 1, 2017.

STAYING IN THE TOP 25

The Cardinals remain in the IWLCA top-25 for the eighth straight week at No. 18. They are also ranked

15th in IL Women.

M After a 12-9 victory over No. 24 Colorado on Feb. 18, the Cardinals moved into the Intercollegiate
Women’s Lacrosse Coaches Association Top 25 poll at No. 23, marking the first time that Louisville
has been ranked in the IWLCA poll since they concluded the 2017 season at No. 20.

RANKED VS. UNRANKED

UofL is 1-7 against ranked teams and 4-0 against unranked teams this year. Over the last three sea-
sons, UofL is 14-4 against unranked teams and 1-20 against ranked teams. UofL had lost 24 straight
games against ranked teams until their 12-9 win over No. 24 Colorado on Feb. 18, 2021.

“HALL” OF FAME

Ally Hall leads the team and ranks seventh in the ACC with 30 goals. Her 2.50 goals per game rank
ninth and her 5.4 shots per game rank seventh in the league. She did not score in the season opener
against Florida, but has an 11-game scoring streak since then. During that 11-game stretch, she has
nine multi-goal games. The longest goal-scoring streak of her career is 13 games from 2019 to 2020.
W Hall tied her career-high with five goals in the win over Virginia Tech. She had her five goals on
just seven shots. She also had five goals in the win over Marquette on 3/14/21. The five goals are the

most by a Louisville player this season.

W Hall has 95 career goals and is five shy of becoming just the 10th player in Louisville history to

reach 100 career goals.

NO REST FOR THE WEARY

Louisville is in the midst of a stretch where they play top 5 teams in seven of its final nine games and
top 10 teams in eight of nine. The Cards are 0-4 against top five teams this season and 0-7 against
top 10 teams. Prior to the win over Virginia Tech, Louisville played four straight games against top-5
teams. The Cardinals are 1-25 all-time against top-5 teams. Their lone win was a 10-9 victory against

No. 4 Notre Dame on March 5, 2016.

ABOUT THE ORANGE

Syracuse enters the weekend series with a 9-1 record and 5-1 in conference action, with their only loss coming
against No. 1 North Carolina. The Orange are ranked No. 3, the same spot they stood in the initial Inside Lacrosse poll
this year. They concluded the shortened 2020 campaign with a 7-1 record and advanced to the NCAA Quarterfinals in
2019. Meaghan Tyrrell leads Syracuse with 38 goals which ranks third in the ACC, while her 5.7 points per game ranks
second. Tyrrell also has a team-high 19 assists and 57 points. Sarah Cooper has tallied 26 ground balls, while Katelyn
Mashewske has registered 54 draw controls. Goalkeeper Asa Goldstock has recorded 75 saves for a .475 save
percentage, ranking third in the ACC. Syracuse had five players named to Inside Lacrosse’s Preseason All-America
list, while three were named to the Preseason All-ACC Team. Head coach Gary Gait owns a 199-71 record in his 14th
year at Syracuse. He has guided the Orange to two NCAA championship game appearances, eight NCAA semifinals,
six ACC regular season titles, and three ACC tournament crowns.

m Series History - Louisville looks to get its second win in program history against Syracuse, who own a 1-9
all-time series record. The Cardinals are 1-4 at home and 0-5 away. Louisville’s only win over the Orange was a 9-8
victory at UofL Lacrosse Stadium on April 22, 2017.

m The Last Meeting (March. 17, 2019) - Louisville scored the last five goals of the game, but ultimately fell 14-7.
Hannah Morris registered a hat trick, while Ally Hall and Alex McNicholas each tallied one goal. Rachel Florek finished
with six saves.

FLOREK IN THE NET

Goalkeeper Rachel Florek has recorded 112 saves throughout the 2021 campaign, which ranks first in the ACC and
seventh in the NCAA. Her 9.3 saves per game rank second in the league, while her .450 save percentage ranks sixth.
In nine games last season, Florek had 95 saves, which led the ACC and ranked fourth in the country, and a .503 save
percentage, which ranked fourth in the ACC. She ranked first in the league and 20th in the nation with 10.56 saves per
game. She set the program record for saves in a game with 17 twice last season (Virginia Tech and Michigan).

CAROLINE BLALOCK NAMED TO TEWAARATON WATCH LIST

Caroline Blalock has been named to the 2021 Tewaaraton Award watch list, which honors the top male and female
college lacrosse player in the U.S. Blalock leads the Cards in assists (10) and ground balls (26), and is second in
goals (22), points (32) and draw controls (28).

MORRIS’ MOJO
Hannah Morris has tallied 21 goals this season and her 23 points rank third on the team. Her 13-game scoring streak
came to a close against North Carolina on March 18. She has scored in nine of 12 games this season.

M Last season, she led the Cardinals and ranked ninth in the ACC with 21 goals. She had at least one goal in eight
of nine games. She had 13 goals in the last five games a season ago.

SARAH WILL GUARD YOU

Senior Midfielder Sarah Blalock is one of the best lockdown defenders in the country and often is responsible for face
guarding the opposition’s best offensive threat. She limited BC's Charlotte North to one goal in game 1 and scoreless
in game 2, Marquette’s Megan Menzuber to one goal and Cincinnati's Monica Borzillo to zero goals and one assist.

The Cardinals are 5-1 when scoring first and 0-6 when not. Over the last three seasons, UofL is 11-4 when scoring first
and 4-20 when their opponent scores first.

TAKING CARE OF THE BALL

Louisville ranks third in the ACC with 12.83 turnovers per game. They are 3-1 when winning the turnover battle and 2-6
when losing it. Last season, UofL committed 149 turnovers, or 16.56 per game, which ranked last in the ACC. They
went 4-1 when committing less turnovers and 1-3 when committing more turnovers.

SNAPPING ONE STREAK...
The Cardinals snapped a 24-game losing streak against ranked opponents with a win over No. 24 Colorado at home
on Feb. 18. Their previous win over a ranked team was a 9-8 victory against No. 7 Syracuse on April 22, 2017.

FINALLY SOME SENIORS

CAROLINE BLALOCK NAMED IL MIDSEASON ALL-AMERICAN

Caroline Blalock was named ILWomen Midseason Report: Women’s DI Media Second Team All-American. She

was also named IL Preseason All-American Honorable Mention. Blalock is a four-year captain for the Cardinals.
Last season she was named preseason All-ACC and led the team with 20 ground balls, which ranked sixth in the
Atlantic Coast Conference. She was named All-ACC Second Team as a freshman and ACC All-Academic Team as a
sophomore.

THE CAPTAINS

Caroline Blalock, Sarah Blalock, Rachel Florek, Ally Hall and Alex McNicholas are team captains for the 2021 season.
It marks the fourth-straight season that Caroline Blalock has been a captain.

HCaroline Blalock, who was named preseason All-ACC in 2020, had 20 ground balls to lead the team and rank sixth
in the conference during the shortened season.

mMcNicholas led the team and ranked 10th in the ACC with 3.6 draw controls per game last season.

M After posting three hat tricks during the 2020 season, Hall finished second on the team with 18 goals and third with
six assists. She scored four goals in UofL’s win over No. 24 Colorado on Feb. 18.

MW Sarah Blalock capped off the 2020 season with five ground balls, six caused turnovers, and six draw controls.

HEAD COACH SCOTT TEETER

Scott Teeter is in his fourth year as head
coach of the University of Louisville women’s
lacrosse team. He is in his 19th year as head
coach.

Prior to coming to Louisville, he served as
head coach at Canisius for 15 years (2003-2017;
145-120). Upon his arrival in Buffalo, he took the
reins of a team that had won just 11 games in
the program’s first seven seasons. Under his
guidance, he changed the culture of the program
and was named MAAC Coach of the Year in just
his third season after leading the Griffs to an eight-win improvement in 2005.

In 2011, Canisius won a school-record 14 games and capped the
successful campaign with the program'’s first MAAC Tournament title. The
Griffs added postseason championships in 2012, 2013, 2014, 2016 and
2017. In the run from 2011-14, the team became the first school in MAAC
history to win four straight conference titles. Canisius also claimed regular-
season crowns in 2013, 2015, 2016 and 2017 after sweeping through
conference foes without a loss.

He was named the league’s coach of the year again in 2015, 2016 and
2017, after becoming the first three teams in MAAC history to post a perfect
8-0 regular-season record.

He left Canisius as the winningest coach in MAAC history.

Teeter has also served as head coach of the Canadian Under-19
National Team since 2009. He guided the team to a bronze-medal showing
during the 2011 championship in Hannover, Germany, before earning the
country’s first women'’s field lacrosse title at the 2015 FIL World Championship
in Edinburgh, Scotland. In 2017, he led the Canadian National team to a pair
of silver medals, both at the FIL World Cup held in England and the World
Games in Poland. This past summer, he led Canada to a second place finish
at the 2019 FIL World Championship in Peterborough, Ontario.
